Course Schedule: Slot 20 (TR 3:30 to 4:45 PM)

Course Description: This course builds foundational critical reading and writing abilities through an 
exploration of feminist scholarship about the construction of identities and difference in cultural 
discourse, representation, and institutions. Students learn the principles of scholarly analysis and the 
mechanics of academic writing. Coursework focuses on critically analyzing texts, evaluating sources, 
framing questions, developing an argument, and refining written work for Gender Studies and related 
fields.
